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REGULATION OF CRIMINAL LIABILITY FOR THE ELECTION AND REFERENDUM CRIME: STATE LEGISLATIVE CHANGES
Formulation of the problem. Frequent changes of articles that contain elements of crimes that violate the right to vote and the right to participate in the referendum due to changes in electoral legislation. This negative impact on the application of criminal law. Definition of the main trends in the field of lawmaking will formulate proposals for improving the criminal protection of rights and freedoms.

Basic material research. The current Criminal Code of Ukraine contains seven articles that provide evidence of a crime against the election and referendum rights (Articles 157-160 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine). Compared with primary Edited Criminal Code of Ukraine - it is a significant step in the differentiation of responsibility for crimes in these relations. Criminal Code of Ukraine, adopted on 5 April 2001, contained four articles concerning this sphere of legal regulation. With the system of articles of Section V Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine is an article about the election and referendum crimes often edited legislator. Since the enactment of the Criminal Code of Ukraine in 2001 when the legislator had prystalnoyu attention of criminal law that indicate signs of election crimes. This article disposition changed often. Changes in criminal law have been associated with the expected election procedure appropriate level or response to detected violations of electoral law after the election.

Conclusions. The analysis of legislative amendments to the articles of the criminal law that contain elements that reference the electoral crimes led to the finding of the problematic issues that arise as a result. Legislators can not always accurately reflect the text contents of the criminal law prohibited acts, and very often, these changes lead to clashes between criminal law. A limited system of criminal prohibitions elements of crimes that would contain features typical crimes against electoral and referendum rights, ie those actions that are most common and reflect the specific character of these relations. When these crimes are combined with other acts (eg, violence, forgery, theft, damage or destruction of official documents, etc.) which are punishable under articles other sections, the opportunity to keep their skills for multiple offenses.
