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Development of a new understanding of the basic properties of proofs and other provisions of the procedure for dealing with them and their sources in criminal proceedings

The development of the editorial of the article of the CPC of Ukraine on the newest understanding of the essence of proofs and their basic legal properties, sources, subjects, order and exhaustive list of actions for their receipt and forms of operating such information in criminal proceedings is proposed. 
The essence of proofs is disclosed as any information about a fact (external or internal manifestation of signs or properties of things and documents or a person or his acts or events as a sumacious act or phenomenon of nature, including acts of predatory animals in unregulated conditions of a person) in general or on its separate party, obtained from objective and subjective sources of this kind of information, if each of the proofs has the unity of such primary basic legal properties, as meaning, legality, admissibility, integrity and authenticity, and also such of additional legal basis properties of together evidence, as its consistency and sufficiency for making the main subject of criminal proceedings (the investigator, judge) certain interim or final decision.

The concept of each of the primary and additional basic legal properties of evidence is stated.

It is proposed to grant the right to obtain proofs to the investigator (including the prosecutor, the head of the pre-trial investigation body) and the judge (panel of judges), and in the exclusion procedure, by conducting investigatory and judicial proceedings, as well as the expert and the operational officer. The essence and limits of auxiliary participation of other participants in criminal proceedings in the procedure of obtaining proofs are disclosed.

An exhaustive list of eighteen receiving investigative actions is provided, that is, actions for obtaining proofs, as well as a list of similar legal proceedings.

The list of forms of presentation of proofs in criminal justice proceedings, as well as forms of evaluation and use of such kind of information in proving in criminal cases is offered.
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
